Insatiably curious, George lives to find new things to discover, touch, spill and 

chew. Learn like George - through direct experiences and problem solving as featured throughout the exhibit. 

 

Apartment Building 

Operate wheels to move Curious George on pulleys from window to window. Climb the fire escape and climb inside to 

play with color, light and shadow. 

 

Sidewalk Produce Stand 

Play customer or salesperson and explore shape, sorting, weighing and counting with fruit and vegetables. 

 

Construction Site 

Design a building, make use of a bounty of building materials and get to work constructing different structures and using 

machines to move materials.

Enjoy the urban green space: rest or give a hug to a full-size Curious George and take a picture! Our youngest visitors will 

enjoy our busy wall activities for babies and toddlers.

Use pipes, ramps, funnels, turntables, bumpers and force to experiment with physics and engineering as you putt 

through three holes of mini golf.

Farm 

Take a vacation to the country and visit the farm. Experience cause and effect and use wind power to move yard art like
